Train Departure Check List
· Do you have the correct Air Slip or made the proper brake test?

· Is the Locomotive Daily Inspection Card signed and up to date?
· Are the CCS cards checked and updated? 
(If required for your territory)
· Is the Locomotive Blue Card up to date?

· Do you have the correct Track Warrants and Bulletins for your trip with the correct engine number on the warrants?

· Have you read the latest General Orders and Superintendent Bulletins?
· Is the EOT showing air pressure, COM OK
and system Enabled? 

· Have you had a job briefing with your crew concerning this trip?

· Are the hand brakes on your engines and train released?

· Have you checked the head lights and ditch lights for proper operation?

· Are all switches and derails properly lined for your movement?

· Do you need to contact the Train Dispatcher or Yard Master prior to movement?

· Do you have the proper signal and permission to leave?

· Have you completed your Engine Inspection Report?  Be sure to keep a copy if notable defects or discrepancies that are reported.
